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FABULOUS FINISHINGS - SUPPLY LIST
In this class, we will practice five types of binding: front to back (either hand or machine finished), back to front (machine finished), faux flange, bias, and envelope finish.  Perhaps most importantly, we will practice turning corners and joining edges for a seamless finish.

Book Required: The Quilt Binding Bible by Marci Baker
Basic Sewing Supplies: 
· Sewing machine in good working order (foot pedal, cord, manual, accessories, bobbins, ¼” foot and walking foot)

Basic Sewing Notions 
· New sewing machine needle – Microtex 80/12
· Thread to match your fabrics
· Pins and Wonder Clips
· Rotary cutter, 24” acrylic ruler, and self-healing mat
· Fabric marking pencil/chalk
· Seam ripper
· Hand-sewing needles
· Point turner
· Awl or stiletto
· Fabric Shears
· Thread Snips


FABRIC REQUIREMENTS (these samples are sized so they can be used as placemats)

· Five quilt sandwiches (12” X 18”): backing, batting and top fabric layered together, and quilted in any way you wish (straight lines, swirls, a big X, whatever you feel comfortable with). 

· .5 metre of binding fabric that coordinates with your top fabric

· .25 metre of contrast to binding fabric for the faux flange binding

· Fat quarter of coordinating binding fabric to make bias binding

· Coordinating thread
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
